The region of Extremadura is located in the south-west of Spain on the Portuguese border. 
The University of Extremadura was founded in 1973. Since its opening, UEx has seen a rise 
in student numbers, degrees and centres, expanding to a total of four separate centres, 
including the campuses in Badajoz and Caceres, the University Centre in Merida and the 
University Centre in Plasencia. 

More than 24,000 under-graduate and post-graduate-level students study at UEx, along with 
a further 8,000 students who are completing doctoral studies or other courses. 1,500 
teachers and more than 800 administrative, technical and service staff work at this 
University.
